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Chestnuts are still in season with an easy to peel variety ready to pick in the next few 
days, visit Nutwood Farm and Kookootonga in Mt Irvine where you’ll be able to pick 
your own.  Pecans and walnuts are just about mature enough, David will let you know 
next week when they’ll be ready. 
 
Lots of apple varieties available, Jonathons, Jonagold, Delicious, a few Gala still 
around. The first Granny Smiths of the season are coming in now.  We’re seeing the 
tail end of the Genoa Fig variety, they are being replaced by the white Adriatics figs  
at the moment.  Persimmons and pears are right in season. 
 
We have five itineraries on the Farmgate Trail, check them out on the website.  “The 
Gorge run” takes in the Galston /Dural part of the trail.   
 
On the Gorge run you will find Charlton Creek Studio Gallery displaying sculptures, 
paintings and wooden items. 
 
Berry Good Farms grow perfect hydroponic strawberries, Galston strawberries have 
leafy green salad vegetables and fresh juicy plums to tempt you as well as their 
strawberries.  
 
 Nati Bros roses, also on the Gorge Run are well worth a visit, pick up some fragrant 
roses and you can even prearrange a group tour of their delightful 40 acre property.   
 
There is a specialist geranium and pelargonium nursery on the gorge run.  Jim & Riva 
can advise on the most suitable plant, they have some unusual & rare varieties of 
pelargonium available. They also cultivate a range of herbs and citrus that they use in 
the various condiments displayed in the old barn at Geranium Cottage. 
 
Further up Old Northern Rd is Balanced Essentials where they are planting beds of 
lavender, citrus, natives and other plants that will be used to produce essential oils.  
Some 2000 years ago, the father of medicine, Hippocrates recognised the value of 
aromatherapy, he believed that aromatic baths and scented massages were important 
in restoring and maintaining physical and mental health.       
You can learn more about essential oils at Balanced Essentials in Glenorie.  Groups 
are welcome for tours and  educationals but you must book. Otherwise drop in during 
the week.  
 
Next on the Gorge Trail is the popular Kenthurst Fish Farm, Rosalie and Colin are 
very happy to show you around, you’ll see how Koi are hatched and if you have any 
questions about how best to filtrate your fish tank just ask. The kids will enjoy this 
one. 
 
 
Some of our members are not able to be open to the public all the time but most are 
happy to show you their produce or operation if you make an appointment.  Find these 
members by clicking onto Taste Buy & Learn within our website.  One  members is  



Alpacandes alpaca Stud Farm on the Gorge run, Keith & Jeanette can show you their 
beautiful Alpaca’s but you’ll need to phone first. 
 
Darling Mills Farm grows a wide variety of herbs, if you shop at the monthly 
Hawkesbury Harvest Market in Castle Hill you will probably be familiar with Stevens 
herbs. You can also purchase them at the Farm itself but again you’ll need to arrange 
a time first. 
 
Since you are already on the Gorge Trail you might like to visit a couple of the 
wineries, Talai Estate is a friendly, family run concern in Sth Maroota, 
If you call in on the weekends, you’ll be able to sample some local wine or just have a 
coffee.  The historic Tizzana Winery in Ebenezer have just finished picking cabernet 
sauvignon and petit verdot grapes, there’ll be 18mths of processing now before 
bottling.
