*  have the capacity to supply commercial volume
*  have quality marketing materials
*  have suitable product on offer.
Preference will be given to companies that have not previously exhibited on the Regional Flavours of NEW SOUTH WALES stand. However companies that have participated once before can apply and will be considered on a competitive basis if positions are available.
APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED UNLESS THE FOLLOWING IS PROVIDED:
* a letter providing an overview of the company’s history and  future plans, as well as an example of a recent marketing or public relations initiative for the  company and its product/s. The letter must be signed by the firm’s principal or C.E.O.
* evidence of the company’s financial viability such as balance sheets and trading and profit and loss accounts, for the previous 2 years 
*  samples of product packaging and marketing / promotional materials. 
While not mandatory, supplying a product sample could assist in the assessment of your application.
