Town and Country Gardens: Bilpin Peta and Peta specialises in a range of unusual shrubs, bulbs and perennials.  The two Peta’s also run the successful Collectors Plant Fair, which will be on in April 2007

Packing Shed Patchwork: Grose Vale, Larna has converted a packing shed on her beautiful property, into a quilting room, a must whilst you are in the area. Larna is only opened by appointment 

Berowra Water Inn, first class restaurant, Jeremy is your host at the Berowra Waters Inn. This is a beautiful restaurant set in a wonderful part of the Hawkesbury River.  Unfortunately at the moment they are closed for renovations and we will let you know where they re open.
Jubilee Vineyard Estate: Ebenezer, although not on the Farm Gate Trail Map have opened their doors by appointment only.  They sell Chambourcin…Wine of the Hawkesbury (pronounced Shom-bur-son) which is exclusively grown at Jubileee Vineyard.  The grapes are carefully tended by hand and picked by family and friends.
