Presenters:

Dr Anthony Capon - Why is planning for food significant for a healthy city? 

Tony is a consultant in Urban Health Policy at the Australian Health Policy Institute and former director of Western Sydney Area Health Service. He is a public health physician with expertise in urban sustainability and population health.

Dr. Karen Webb - Food and the built environment 

Karen is the co-director, NSW Centre for Public Health Nutrition and Senior Lecturer, School of Public Health and the Human Nutrition Unit, University of Sydney. Her research and policy work over the past decade includes developing strategies to improve the local community supply of and access to healthy food.

David Mason - A global perspective on urban agriculture 

David is the Urban Agriculture specialist with the NSW Department of Primary Industries.  He recently spent 7 weeks travelling to 5 countries as a Churchill Fellow investigating the role of local agriculture in ensuring the social, economic and environmental sustainability of cities.
